Dear Client,

It is possible that your pet’s chemotherapeutic drug has leaked out of the vein (extravasated) into the tissue below the skin. To prevent or minimize further irritation, we recommend that you:
· Apply moderate heat (warm pack or heating pad) to the area for 15 minutes. Do this four times a day for the next two days. Do Not Use Moist Heat.
OR

· Apply ice or a cold pack to the area for 15 minutes. Do this four times daily for the next two days.

Additional Items
· Keep your pet confined and restrict activity for 48 hours.
· Keep the area clean, away from sunlight.
· Avoid pressure or friction to the skin that may aggravate the injury.
